Creating a Slide Show (Part 4) Sound and Buttons

Adding sounds to slides

1. Show the slide you want to add sound to, in this case, slide 1.
2. From the insert menu, point to movies and sound and choose sound from clip organizer.
3. On the right side of the screen the insert clip art task pane appears

4. In the insert clip art task pane you will see a list of sounds that you can add to your slide.
5. Use the scroll bar to view other sounds.
6. In the insert clip art task pane, click on the sound you want.  Choose Beethoven.

7. A dialog box appears asking how you want the sound to appear.  To have the sound play automatically, click yes.

Viewing the slide

1. Click the slideshow icon on the bottom scroll bar.
2. After your slide is presented, place your mouse on the desktop and right click.
3. A shortcut menu appears.  Choose end show.
4. You are returned to slide view.
Creating a button

In most instances you will want to advance your slide manually.  You can advance a slide by simply using the keyboard’s page down key and page up key or by clicking on the slide.  Adding an action button lets you jump to any slide, go backward or forward or stop a presentation.

1. From the slide show menu, scroll to action buttons, and then select action button:  forward or next.
2. The mouse pointer is now a crosshair.
3. In the lower right-hand corner click-and-drag to draw a small button.
4. Release the mouse.
5. An action settings dialog box appears;  choose the following:

a. hyperlink to:  next slide

b. place check in box to left of play sound

c. play sound:  camera from the drop-down menu

d. click ok

e. to give the button a 3-d look, click on the little yellow square above the button and drag it down to achieve a beveled look

6. Click the slide show button to see your slide, and then click on your newly created button to go to slide 2.
7. Right-click on your slide.  From the shortcut menu, choose end show.

Re coloring the button

1. Scroll to slide 1 and select the button you just created.
2. From the format menu, select auto shape.
3. At the format auto shape dialog box, click the colors and lines tab and do the following:

a. fill color = yellow

b. line color = black

4. Click ok

5. SAVE
