Creating a slide show (part 3) ANIMATION
Open your slide show that you have been working on.
Animating the title

1. If you are not in the normal view, from the view menu, choose normal.
2. Go to slide 1 and select the title “Creating a web page” so that it has resize handles that appear around it.
3. From the slide show menu, select custom animation.
4. The custom animation task pane appears on the right side of the screen.  From this task pane select the following:
a. In the custom animation task pane, click the add effect button and point to entrance and click fly in.
b. Under modify:  fly in for start;, choose with previous.
c. Under modify:  fly in for direction:  click on the drop-down menu and choose from top.
d. Under speed, click on the drop-down menu and choose medium.
Animating the text

1. Select the text you want to animate by clicking in the middle of it (title, name, school, etc) and then clicking on its border.
2. The custom animation task pane should be on the right side of the screen.  If the task pane is not there, from the slide show menu, select custom animation.  From this task pane, select the following:
a. In the custom animation task pane, click the add effect button and point to emphasis and click spin.
b. Under modify:  spin for start:  choose with previous.
c. For direction, leave the default of 360 degrees.
d. Under speed, click medium.
Animating a graphic

1. Select the picture by clicking on it.
2. The custom animation task pane should be on the right side of the screen.  

3. From the custom animation task pane, click the add effect button and point to entrance, and then click checkerboard.
4. Under modify checkerboard for start; choose with previous.
5. Experiment with the different effects.
